theme of the book of Titus is the idea of not living according to the idols of our hearts or 
the desires of our culture, but instead living a life that is changed by the gospel. If we have 
been truly changed by the gospel, our lives will show that. It will be seen in the way we 
work, play, and shop. It will be seen in our homes, marriages, and families. The question

a lot in a short amount of time. Titus is only 3 chapters and 46 verses. Paul was a church planter in 
the first century, and by all indications in the New Testament, he was the most effective church 
planter and missionary who ever lived. The gospel spread all over the known world in the first 
century, largely because of Paul2.

was then left behind to continue the work. The letter that Paul wrote to Titus is a letter of encour-
agement, but also a letter of challenge in his work. The culture of Crete is much like our culture to-

worship of other gods. Paul is writing to Titus telling him how to handle this as a leader, but also 
how the church should respond. He tells them: be good and do good.  
 

Often, our answer to challenging the culture around us is to yell at them, protest, and back politi-
cians we think will help our cause. All the while, our marriages are just like the culture, our kids

The church that Titus leads is a young church, both in the age of the church and those who are in it. 
This New Testament church is very much like Revolution Church. We are 3 years old, not very old 
by church standards. We are maturing, growing up in how we function as a church.4 We are young 
in age, as the average age of our church is 30. We live in a progressive, open culture. A culture that 
says do what you want, get what you can, look out for number one, and enjoy all of life that you

matter what God says about it as long as you want it.  
 

Enter Titus.  
 

In the short, but powerful, book of Titus we will find a message almost tailored for us with where 
we are as a church. We will be challenged with the gospel. Has it changed our hearts, are we killing 
the idols of our hearts5, has it changed how we look at money, the poor, our marriage, our roles at 
home? If it has, then this is when we will have the most powerful witness in our culture and when 
God will use us as he sees fit.  

As the first verse states, this letter was written by the apostle Paul to his coworker Titus. The tra-

est island in the Mediterranean, but held prominence for her positional perfection.  
 

For the shortage of information on the man Titus, there is no shortage of information that is re-
corded about the urban, industrious community of Crete. The false teachers appear to be the par-
ticular occasion for the writing of the letter. Discussion of the false teachers frames the heart of the 
letter. Furthermore, the description of elders (1:5 ɀ 9) as well as the descriptions of proper Chris-
tian living (2:1 ɀ 10; 3:1 ɀ 3) appears to be worded for intentional contrast with these opponents.

ritual purity, the adherents of the false teaching did not live lives of godliness flowing out of the 
gospel, but instead lived in a way that proved they did not know God (1:16).  
 

This false teaching, which in some way allowed for ungodliness, would have found a welcome 
home in Crete, which was proverbial in the ancient world for immorality. Crete was known not for 
excellence or stoicism (as was the case for the letters to Timothy) but rather was drawn to excess.

produce real godliness in everyday life.  
 

The context of Crete is very much like the culture we live in. We live in excess, always wanting 
more, wanting to move up, get more square footage; bigger and better is often the name of the 
game we play. This has led to more and more debt; with the average American household having 
$15,799 in credit card debt7. This has led to the breakdown of families, and uncertainty in house-
hold roles. Who should work in a marriage? Should parents put their children in childcare to have 
two incomes? These are some of the questions Paul answers in Titus 2:1 ɀ 10.  
 

Often, like the church on the island of Crete, we are left to decide whether we should be living a

The theme of Titus is the inseparable link between faith and practice, belief and behavior. This 
truth is the basis for its critique of false teaching as well as its instruction in Christian living and 
qualifications for church leaders8. 
 

What we will see in this series is that our actions reveal our belief, or lack of belief, in the gospel. 
Our actions will also reveal if our hearts have been truly changed by the gospel or if we are wor-
shiping our idols.

At Revolution, we talk a lot about idols of the heart. Often in Christian circles, we talk about free-
dom from sin. We focus on those sins like drinking, sex outside of marriage, porn, lying, and steal-

divorce? Why does someone lie? Why is someone unable to control their spending habits? Why 
does someone always seek to control their life? While Scripture is very clear on what sin is, and 
that we need to seek freedom from things like those listed above, to truly find freedom we must 
understand why we sin and what leads us to those sins.  
 

That is where the idols of the heart come in. According to David Powlison9, there are 4 idols of the 
heart:  power, control, approval, and comfort. When we sin, we seek to meet the needs of one of 
these idols.  
 

For example, someone might have a problem with eating too much because life feels out of control,

others and have the body they long for.  
 

Many men struggle with porn. Often it is to meet the need of approval that they feel from that com-
puter screen or to feel comfort.  
We lie to feel powerful or in control. We shop to feel comfort or the approval of someone.

you believed, an idol that you are seeking to fulfill.  
 

The reason this is important is that on the island of Crete, Titus and the church he leads are en-
countering many idols in the culture they live in. Idols attracting them to leave what Scripture calls 
them to, idols calling them to live the way the culture does instead of in a gospel centered way.  
 

You may wonder, how do I know what my idols are? Here are a few questions that might prove 
helpful: 

What do I worry about the most? 
What if I failed or lost; would it make me not want to live? 
What do I do to cope or feel better? 
What do I think most easily about? 
What preoccupies me? 
What do I daydream about? 
What makes me feel the most self worth? 
What do I want to be known for? 
What prayer unanswered would seriously make me think    about turning away from God? 
What is my hope for the future? 
What are the clear paths of disobedience in my life? 

 

Now, return to the list of idols of the heart. Which one drives your thinking, your identity, and your 
sins:  power, control, approval, or comfort?

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One of the themes in Titus is Paul mentoring him to set the church right. Structure is something 
ÔÈÁÔ ÃÏÍÅÓ ÕÐ ÉÎ ÓÅÖÅÒÁÌ ÏÆ 0ÁÕÌȭÓ ÌÅÔÔÅÒÓ ÉÎ ÔÈÅ .Å× 4ÅÓÔÁÍÅÎÔ10. Titus has one of the lists of elder 
qualifications. How we are structured as a church will come up in the second week of this series, 
but I wanted to give you a little preview here.  
 
As a church, we are complementarian11. Which means we believe men and women are partners in 
every area of ministry together. Women and men are encouraged and equipped to fulfill all minis-
tries and offices of the church with the singular exception of the office of elder, which the Scrip-
tures12 require to be a male-only office. 

At Revolution we have levels of leadership. We have missional community leaders who go through 
an intense proving season and assessment before becoming missional community leaders. Our 
goal is that when we plant churches, our missional community leaders will be the leadership team, 
church planters, pastors and elders of those new church plants. Missional Community leaders are 
also eligible to serve as lay elders.  
 
We have executive elders, who oversee the day-to-day operation of Revolution Church. These are 
paid elders. Currently, Paul Ingram and Josh Reich make up the executive elder team. Our bylaws 
stipulate that a pastor must be on staff for six months before they can be considered for the execu-
tive elder team.  
 
The lay elders, mentioned above, and the executive elders make up the larger elder team as a unit. 
They meet 4 ɀ 6 times a year. The lay elders set the budget and hold the executive elders account-
able. They set raises and benefits, approve hiring, and are involved in anything that is big picture 
for Revolution Church. There is one more lay elder than executive elders on this team so they can 
hold the executive elders accountable.  
 
One of the leadership concepts we have found very helpful is what is called Tri-perspectivalism13. 
This takes the offices of Jesus ɀ prophet, priest and king and uses them through the lens of leader-
ship. The prophet is the bible guy, a big picture visionary. The king is more focused on logistics, 
systems, operations, and finances. The priest is more relational, focusing on community and shep-
herding. While each follower of Jesus needs to grow in the areas they are weak, when it comes to 
leadership we want to maximize the lenses that our leaders have.  
 
For our pastors, Josh Reich is the prophet, Paul Ingram is the king, and Mike Miller is the priest. 
They often joke that together they make a well-rounded leader. In all our teams, we want to en-
courage people to understand how God wired them and live and lead out of those strengths. In re-
gards to our elder team, we seek to have a balance of lenses so that we can be as well rounded as a 
team as possible14.

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The church is the family of God together, called to Him and sent out on His mission. Missional com-
munities are the primary means through which Revolution Church will mobilize people together 
on mission and connect people to a caring community.  
 
A Missional Community consists of a committed core of believers (FAMILY)15 who live out the mis-
sion of God together (MISSIONARIES)16 in a specific area, or to a particular group, by demonstrat-
ing the gospel in tangible forms (SERVANTS)17 and declaring the gospel to others, both those who 
believe it and those who are being exposed to it (LEARNERS)18.  
 
To clarify, a Missional Community is NOT primarily a small group, Bible study, support group, so-
cial activist group, or a weekly meeting.  
 
Our hope is that every person who it committed to the Revolution family and mission will be fully 
involved in a Missional Community and that eventually the Missional Communities in a region will 
multiply and form another planting site for Revolution Church.  
 
Each Missional Community will be characterized by the following: 

 
A team committed to leading, shepherding, equipping, and organizing a community on mis-
sion will lead it.  
It will grow together in understanding and application of the gospel to who we are

It will live out the rhythms 19 of a family on mission together and be the church together 
throughout the week.  
It will identify and release new leadership to begin new Missional Communities. The goal of 
each community is to multiply at least once a year.
